Whole School Dental Check – 24th June 2024 

Over the last year we have become aware of more children coming into school with pain in their mouths and 

some with tooth decay. We know that many of our parents/carers are finding it really hard to get 

appointments through a shortage of NHS dentists taking on any new patients and cannot afford to go private. 

J Plummers & Associates, a Norfolk based dentistry already run a service called the Happy Smile Club. This 

involves giving talks in schools about good oral hygiene, but until recently they have never been involved in 

actually examining teeth.  

We are pleased to advise that in partnership with J Plummers, we have secured a date where every child at 

Magdalen Gates can have a free screening and oral health check. The dentists will then offer (at a future date) 

an appointment for treatment for any children requiring it, and who do not have access to an NHS dentist. 

After Easter we will be sending out paper consent forms as no screening check will be made without the prior 

consent of parents/carers.
